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GOD DOESN’T STOP TAKING CARE OF YOU

Blessed are those who have regard for the weak;
the LORD delivers them in times of trouble.
Psalm 41:1-3

God is keenly aware of your life lived for him as you live it for
others. One children’s song tells us, “He’s got the whole world in
his hands.” Did you know that he loves you so much he actually
has you engraved on the palms of his hands (Isaiah 49)? In fact,
he loves you so much and knew the cost to redeem you from your
sins, shame, and hell that the Son of God gave his hands to be
pierced for you. He took your punishment on the cross, and you
received forgiveness, eternal life, and his undivided attention.
