Lesson 20 – The Apostles’ Creed – The Second Article, Christ’s Person, p. 148 

Pray 

Begin with prayer, either this one or your own: 

Dear Savior, thank you for taking on flesh and becoming true man. Teach us to marvel at what we 
cannot understand about you and to worship you for what you have done for us. Amen. 

Review last week’s assignments for the Conclusion – Connections and memorization 

o Recite to each other all the passages that have been assigned, #1-19. 
o Recite to each other the books of the Bible. 
o Make sure all the questions for Lesson 19 are answered in the Connections book. 
o Make sure all “Closer Look” boxes for Lesson 19 are completed in the Connections book. 
o Make sure the passage to be memorized from last week’s lesson (#19, Romans 5:12) is 

written on the “I want to remember” page.  
o If the last three items aren’t completed, have your child complete them before going on. 

Teach this lesson

Assign work to be done before your next lesson 

A. If you are opting to ask your child the catechism questions and have him/her write the 
answer in in the Connections pages as you study them together, then tell your child to 
review the notes he/she has taken before you meet next time. --  
or 

B. If you are opting to assign your child to use the Catechism to fill in the Connections pages on 
his/her own in advance of your lesson together, assign the next lesson. 
 

o Memorize passage the passage for this lesson: #20, Mark 10:45 
o Be able to recite all the passages 1-20.  
o Be able to recite the books of the Bible. 
o (Optional) Luther’s explanation to the Second Article of the Apostles’ Creed is worth 

memorizing. It’s up to you parents whether or not you will require that of your child.  
o Make any memorization an event for the whole family; reciting after dinner, in the car, etc. 

It’s the Word of God; worth memorizing more than anything else! 

Lead your family devotion this week 

Use the Connections activity at the end of the lesson as a family devotion this week.
