(20-30 min.—can adjust and end

Discussion 
(30-40 min.) 

Starting with opening questions then digging 
deep into the conversation as a small group, 
each group will work through the Small Group 
discussion handout with their Youth Leader.

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7:50-8 p.m. Upcoming Events/Next
